All skiers not reaching the 25 km point (stadium lap) in the 50 km event within 2.5
hours (12:30 pm) will not be allowed to continue.

Unofficial results will be posted outside the Race Office after the race. Unofficial live
results are available on Zone4. Results are not final until reviewed by the race jury.

Awards will be presented at the venue at the conclusion of the races.
